NOTE:

1. Fill out the application form fully.  Make any changes to address information on the application form.

2. Each separate place where produce is being sold, including vehicles, must have a produce license and must display the license any time produce is sold.

3. Produce dealers who distributes produce in this state or a grower who retails Montana-grown produce with gross annual sales exceeding $25,000 shall pay a produce assessment fee.  Reports and fees are due on or before the 30th day of the month following each calendar quarter.

4. Your license fee will be credited toward the produce assessment feed paid the first reporting quarter of the licensing year.

5. A produce dealer license is not required for a person who retails produce grown by the person in this state if annual gross produce sales do not exceed $25,000; however, the person shall, upon request by the department, furnish a sworn statement providing that the produce was grown by that person, stating the location where the produce was grown, and stating the amount of gross sales.  Affidavit forms for this exemption are available from the department.  Nonprofit organizations that are recognized by the director of the department and that retails only produce purchased for licensed produce dealers are also exempt form licensing.
