QUARTERLY TONNAGE REPORTING FORM

for COMMERCIAL FERTILIZERS and SOIL AMENDMENTS


The quarterly report of commercial fertilizers sold in Montana is required of in-state manufacturers or out-of-state suppliers who distribute commercial fertilizer or soil amendments to a person, regardless of their license status.  Consequently, the department also requires a semi-annual report that is required to maintain statistical information of commercial fertilizer usage from licensed dealers to the end consumer and for monitoring the quantity of fertilizer reported on the quarterly reports.

Instructions:   

1.
Fill in firm name, license #, address and other information as required.

2.
List according to product type the number of net tons distributed in Montana during the quarterly period indicated.  

3.
Attach a list showing how much of each fertilizer was distributed and to whom.
4. According to Montana Commercial Fertilizer statute and administrative rules: 

a. Each in-state manufacturer and out-of-state supplier who distributes a soil amendment or commercial fertilizer in this state to a person regardless of their license status, except specialty fertilizer and un-manipulated animal or vegetable manures, shall file with the department on forms approved by the department a quarterly statement setting forth the number of net tons of each commercial fertilizer and soil amendment distributed in this state during the quarter and to whom it was distributed.  The report is due on or before 30 days following the end of the quarterly reporting period.  The in-state manufacturer or out-of-state supplier shall pay the fees at that time.  If no sales or distributions occurred, indicate so.  No payment is due when less than 50 tons of a registered soil amendment is distributed for each quarter.  The $0.75 assessment in addition to the inspection fee is used to fund educational and experimental programs.

b. In the event the responsible party fails to pay the assessment within 30 days after the end of the quarterly reporting period, the department must assess a collection fee of 15% A.P.R. of the amount due but not less than $10.00.

c. In the event the responsible party fails to file the quarterly report within 60 days after the end of the filing period, the department may initiate proceedings to revoke registration of the responsible party's registered fertilizer(s).  The failure to file a quarterly report shall be evidence of fraudulent or deceptive practice in the evasion of these rules.

d. No responsible party shall be allowed to register a fertilizer if the fees owed to the department are more than 30 days past due

6. Return the completed form within 30 calendar days after the end of the quarterly period to the address at the top of the form.

Definitions:

COMMERCIAL FERTILIZER – “includes any substance containing one or more recognized plant nutrients that is used for its plant nutrient content and that is designed for use or claimed to have value in promoting plant growth, yield, or quality of the crop.”

SOIL AMENDMENT – “means any substance which is intended to improve the physical or chemical characteristics of soil.”

SPECIALTY FERTILIZER – “is a commercial fertilizer (dry or liquid) distributed primarily for non-farm use and includes commercial fertilizers used for research or experimental purposes.”

SUPPLIER – “means a person who distributes fertilizers or soil amendments into Montana.”
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
