INSTRUCTIONS FOR ESTABLISHING A PHOTO-POINT – START PRIOR TO ANY APPLICATION ACTIVITY

USE A LARGE BLACK FELT TIP MARKER TO FILL IN THE INFORMATION ON THE PHOTO-POINT RECORD CARD.  IF USING TRANSECTS CIRCLE THE NUMBER CORESPONDING TO THE TRANSECT PHOTO.
1. PICK AN APPROPRIATE SITE WITHIN YOUR PROJECT AREA THAT WILL NOT BE DISTURBED.

2. USE A METAL FENCE POST AND DRIVE IT INTO THE GROUND. PAINT THE TOP OF THE POST WITH REFLECTIVE PAINT (you want to leave this post in the ground as you will need to use it for your reference point for all your photo-point pictures).

3. PLACE PHOTO-POINT RECORD CARD NEXT TO THE POST, STAND 8 TO 10 FEET FROM THE POST AND TAKE PHOTO (this should show photo-point information and enough area to see the weed infestation).

Remember you will need to take a series of photos over the entire term of the project.

**The first photo must be taken prior to any control activity on the project.

The second photo should be taken in the late summer prior to first frost and be sent in with your October report.

Take all other photos at approximately the same time of year as the first photo was taken. Submit current

photos with each report. Keep a complete set of photos for your files.
